Standard Procedure for Meat Inspection

















Procedural Instructions

1.
Slaughterhouses should submit the scheduled monthly reports for the coming month to this Branch before the 10th of each month.

2.
This Branch will evaluate the meat inspection manpower based on the number of slaughter lines, slaughter capacity and operation time of each slaughterhouse, and apply for approval from the Head quarter.

3.
Command and assign veterinarian in charge and veterinary meat inspector according to the Principles for Systematic Allocation of Slaughter Health Inspection to conduct inspections.

4.
Veterinary meat inspector should conduct daily pre-slaughter inspection of operations according to Clause 11 of the Requirements for Slaughter Operation.

5.
Returns are only allowed for animals failing ante-mortem inspection but meeting regulations in Clause 8 of the Rules of Meat Inspection.

6.
Post-mortem inspection of livestock includes the head, viscera and carcass; post-mortem inspection of poultry includes viscera and carcass.
7.
The “Inspected and Passed” Stamp must only be used under supervision of the veterinary meat inspector.

8.
Carcasses and viscera for disposal must be stamped with the Slaughter Inspection Failed Stamp while making deep incisions and spraying modifying chemicals.  After photographic documentation, they are signed and handed over to the disposal site.
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
