說明：
一、依據澳大利亞農業、水利暨環境部官方網站110年6月23日

Industry　Advice　Notice　132-2021公告(附件)辦理。
二、澳大利亞本次修正摘要如下：
(一)調整輸入種植用番茄及5種茄屬種子之病毒及類病毒病原

之檢測項目。
(二)提高番茄種子之香瓜茄嵌紋病毒(Pepino　mosaic　virus,　

PepMV)　檢測取樣數量：由原先每批取樣3,000粒提升為
每批取樣20,000粒，若為少量種子，維持取樣每批種子重
量之20%。另若檢測日期為6月23日前且經ELISA或PCR檢
測確認未罹染PepMV者，取樣數量得照舊，惟須符合過渡
時期檢疫措施(transitional　arrangement)之規範。

三、近來澳國頻繁增修訂植物或植物產品相關檢疫條件或緊急措
施，為利順暢我國植物或植物產品輸澳，請轉知相關業者如
有輸澳之需求，應請先至澳大利亞農業部網站之生物安全輸
入條件資料庫（參考網址：https://bicon.agriculture.gov.au
/BiconWeb4.0)查詢最新檢疫條件並參閱該國農業部網頁（
參考網址：https://www.agriculture.gov.au）最新消息及相

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132-2021: Commencement of revised import conditions for tomato seed
for sowing
23 June 2021

Who does this notice affect?
This notice is of interest to importers (and their customs brokers) of tomato seed for sowing from all countries.

What has changed?
The purpose of this notification is to advise stakeholders that the revised import conditions for tomato seeds for sowing has
commenced.

For further information on the revised measures and transitional arrangements, please refer to Industry Advice Notice 107-
2021, published 28 May 2021.

The three key changes that have been implemented for tomato seed for sowing are summarised below, effective 23 June
2021:

1. Tomato seeds no longer need to be tested for Tomato planta macho viroid.
2. Wild tomato species no longer need to be tested for Pepino mosaic virus (PepMV)and pospiviroids associated with

tomato seeds. Wild tomato species will still need to be tested for Tomato brown rugose fruit virus (ToBRFV) and Tomato
mottle mosaic virus (ToMMV).

3. The sample size for PepMV testing (ELISA and PCR) has increased from 3,000 to 20,000 seeds per seed lot (or 20% of
small seed lots). A transitional arrangement is in place, whereby the department will accept test results for seed lots
tested for PepMV prior to 23 June 2021 (using a 3,000 seed sample size), subject to transitional conditions being met.

Background
The revised measures have been implemented in accordance with the final report on the pest risk analysis for Pepino mosaic
virus and pospiviroids associated with tomato seed.

Variation of import permits
The department has contacted all affected import permit holders to provide notice of intention to vary existing import permits
on 23 June 2021, in accordance with the revised import conditions.

As these permit variations will be initiated by the department, the variation will be performed at no cost to permit holders.
