一、依據WTO/SPS 107年5月2日G/SPS/N/NZL/575/Add.1通

知文件及紐西蘭商工辦事處107年5月25日致本局電子郵件辦
理。

二、紐國經風險分析後修訂植物苗木輸入健康標準（Import Health
Standard 155.02.06: Importation of Nursery Stock），新增
疫病菌Phytophthora palmivora為蝴蝶蘭之檢疫有害生物，並
要求我國附帶栽培介質蝴蝶蘭輸往紐西蘭時所檢附之植物檢
疫證明書，除加註原「臺灣輸紐西蘭蝴蝶蘭附帶栽培介質工
作計畫」規定事項外，另應加註該批蝴蝶蘭植株產自P.
palmivora非疫區國家、非疫區或非疫生產點（如附件），並
自107年5月25日生效。

三、我國為P. palmivora疫區，惟依目前每月定期檢查結果，符
合「臺灣輸紐西蘭蝴蝶蘭附帶栽培介質工作計畫」之核可溫
室可視為本病原菌之非疫生產點，如於執行輸出檢疫時亦無
發現植株出現疑似病徵，可依據紐方新規定配合加註：The [
insert species name] plants in this consignment were produced
in a pest free place of production for Phytophthora palmivora.

四、為持續確保國內輸紐核可溫室之P. palmivora非疫狀態，請
社團法人台灣蘭花產銷發展協會於每月執行定期檢查作業時，
併予檢查植株有無罹染本病原菌，並記錄於定期檢查表上。

“The Phalaenopsis spp. whole plants in MPI-approved growing media in this 

consignment: 

- have been sourced from mother stock that has been tested for, and found free from 

Capsicum chlorosis virus and Basella rugose mosaic virus,  

AND  

- comply with the requirements of the Offshore Assurance Programme (OAP) 

implemented by New Zealand MPI and Taiwan BAPHIQ,  

AND 

- have been inspected and found free from regulated viruses, insects, mites, fungi and 

bacteria,  

AND 

- have been treated with appropriate broad-spectrum insecticide and miticide drench 

no more than 14 days prior to export to New Zealand.”

One of the following Additional Declarations must be endorsed on the phytosanitary certificate:
