(3) the country operates both clinical surveillance and disease reporting systems for CBPP adequate to detect clinical disease if it is present,
(4) all clinical and pathological evidence suggestive of CBPP is investigated by field and laboratory methods (including serological assessment) to refute a possible diagnosis of CBPP,

(5) there are effective measures in force to prevent the re-introduction of the disease.

9. Recovery of status
