C. no vaccination against PPR has been carried out during the past 24 months,
D. importation of domestic ruminants and their semen, oocytes or embryos is carried out in accordance with Articles 14.7.8. to 14.7.26 of the Terrestrial Code 2021.
(2) And confirm after that since the cessation of vaccination, no animals vaccinated against PPR have been imported.
III. Recovery of status
1. Applicant Countries applying for recognition of recovery of free status for a zone should comply with the provisions of Article 14.7.7. of the Terrestrial Code 2021 and provide detailed information as specified in Sections I to II (inclusive) of this questionnaire.
