(5) there has been no clinical evidence, nor virological evidence of ASF in wild pigs during the past 12 months,

(6) no seropositive wild pigs have been detected during the past 12 months,

(7) imported wild pigs comply with the requirements in Chapter 15.1. of the Terrestrial Code 2021
9. Recovery of status

(1) Applicant countries applying for recovery of status must comply with the provisions of Articles 15.1.7. of the Terrestrial Code 2021 and provide information as specified in Sections I to II (inclusive) of this questionnaire.
