(4) if vaccination is carried out, vaccinated and infected pigs can be distinguished by a means validated according to Chapter 3.8.3. of the Terrestrial Manual 2019.
(5) imported pigs and pig commodities comply with the requirements in Chapter 15.2. of the Terrestrial Code.
9. Recovery of status

(1) Applicant countries applying for recovery of status must comply with the provisions of Articles 15.2.7. of the Terrestrial Code 2021 and provide information as specified in Sections I to II (inclusive) of this questionnaire.
